

Monitoring your horses back on a regular basis, you can identify changes that have taken place.   You are then able to assess and act on the information you have recorded.  

Using the weight belt:  Measure and write down the horse’s weight along with the horses name, age, height, breed and the date.

Using the flexi curve:  Mould the flexi curve to the shape of the horse’s wither/shoulder measurement.

Trace this onto your monitoring sheet.  Be sure you trace around on the inside on the flexi curve and not the outside.

Write down: What type of tracing measurement you have taken and which is the left and right side.

The Horses Weight and Shoulder Wither Tracing Measurement:  Is always used to monitor you horses back shape. The tracing measurement is taken in line with the first girth strap.  You can see this sweat mark after the horse has been worked under saddle.  By using this mark you will be sure that you are taking your measurements at the same place each time.

The Top of the Wither Tracing Measurement:  Is used to monitor asymmetrical shoulder widths.  Mould the flexi curve to the highest point of the horses wither.

Base of the Wither Tracing:  Is used to monitor asymmetrical and muscle wastage around that area.  Mould the flexi curve to the base of the wither.

Padding Under A Citori Saddle
If the horse has lost weight and muscle condition:  You will need to use a thicker saddle blanket or use a thick sheepskin under the saddle. 

If your horse has gained weight and or has developed muscle:  You will need to use a thinner saddle blanket. 

If your horse has muscle wastage:  You will need to pad the area concerned to ensure that the saddle is level without sitting down into the wasted area.  A saddle that doesn’t sit level can cause muscle wastage.

Suitable padding to use:  Sheepskin pads which are placed under the saddle blanket or a 3 stepped towel over the top of the saddle blanket.  This type of padding will allow the saddle to sit level and balanced on the horses back.

Results are usually seen within 2 weeks: Providing you are using a saddle that fits with room to allow the horses back to redevelop. Regular work and suitable exercises will help the horse redevelop the wasted muscle.  Recovery programmes are available.
